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NEW LAW UPDATE |
AB 2394 — CIVIL PROCESS AND NOTICES

As enacted, the new law establishes the Levying Officer Electronic
Transactions Act, which provides rules and procedures for levying officers
to use an electronic information processing system to create, store,
process, and transmit information to any court that has agreed to
participate in the electronic transmission. This new law also modifies the
existing Code of Civil Procedure in regard to the required information that
must be included on a writ of execution or writ of possession or sale. For
